Whereas he was a fine example of the rising importance of libraries in their
communities, in the mid-20th century;

Whereas he came to the East Orange (NJ) Public Library in 1951 and retired as Director
in 1977. He also worked in the Learning Resources Center at the County of Morris
retiring from there in 1983;

Whereas he served as archivist/librarian for over 25 years for the Morris County (NJ)
Historical Society as well as serving on their Board;

Whereas he was dedicated to NJLA and keenly aware of the importance of a strong
financial foundation for the Association spending many years on the NJLA Investment
committee wisely investing its funds;

Whereas he was especially committed to growing the scholarship fund, often
passionately encouraging members to contribute to it during membership meetings;

Whereas his disdain for evolving technologies and changes to the profession did not
stop him from remaining active and engaged with the profession long after his
retirement;

Whereas his thirst for knowledge, zest for travel, wry sense of humor and ever-present
cardigan sweater endeared him to his colleagues across New Jersey and throughout
the country; therefore be it;
